What to See: 
The crystal clear water of this site allows for easy diving in any weather. The entry is 

over a sandy beach and is very close to the road making the trek to the beach very easy. This site 
is very shallow and would make a great dive site for new divers who want to build their 
confidence before hitting the bigger sites. As with many dive sites in remote Nova Scotia there 
are no public washrooms nearby and no changing area. 

Directions: 
Travel south on rout 349 for 22 km from the Armdale rotary. Turn left on Bald Rock rd. 

just after Ketch Harbour. The dive site is one km down Bald Rock road on the right. 
Bottom and Depth: 

The bottom at entry point is sandy with scattered boulders. Maximum depth out to the 
large visible rocks remains in the 10 feet deep area. 
Hazards: 

There are a number of small boat operators in the area so be sure to display a dive marker 
while in the water.
