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History : 

The entrance to New Bear Cove is located 200 meters north of the 
original Bear Cove on highway 349. 

In 2002 the land along the water was subdivided and sold for residential 
buildings lots blocking access to the dive site know as Bear Cove. 

Housing development at New Bear Cove was not permitted because of a 
maritime beacon easement owned by the Federal Government. The land 
was set aside as parkland and named Lookoff Park. It is now the 
property of Halifax Regional Municipality . 

Viewing: 

Divers can expect to see a lot of marine life including crabs, lobster, sea 
urchins, and star fish along with various fish life. Parts of the wreck of the 
U.S.M.S ~ Humboldt are located at this site. 

Parking and Access: 

There is gravel parking lot and road to the dive site. SCUBA Diving is 
permitted but the park land is relatively small consisting of the parking 
lot, road and beach front. 

The land on either side of the road is private property. There is 
approximately 200 feet of shore line (straight line measurement) that 
belongs to the Halifax Regional Municipality the lands on either side are 
private property. 

The parking lot can accommodate 11 vehicles and leads directly to a 
600 feet gravel road to the dive site. The road is blocked by pylons so 
you must walk to the beach. There is a small embankment prior to the 
exiting onto the rocky beach. The beach is rock that can be slippery and 
unstable care must be exercised. 

Facilit ies: 

The dive site has park benches and a garbage can. There are no 
wash rooms at this site. The nearest washroom is located at Wilson's Gas 
Stop 2.2 Kilometers north on Highway 349.
