
POTENTIAL HAZARDS: 
Because of the ease of the site there are few potential hazards 

associated with diving here, however, THERE IS A LARGE AMOUNT OF 
BOAT TRAFFIC, so when diving at Indian Cove it is essential to bring a 
diver down float to alert boaters to your presence. 

SPECIAL NOTES/FACILITIES: 
There are no facilities very close to Indian Cove other then the Irving 

gas station located at the end of route 233, approximately 10 KM away. It is 
best to pay a visit to this gas station to use the facilities before and after 
diving. 

There are houses located near by so you are not in a secluded area. 
Cell phones do work in the area as well, so it is possible to contact 

emergency services with short notice. 
Always dive with a buddy, and review signals and dive plan before 

diving. 
Please keep the dive site and beach clean. Take all your garbage 

home with you, and try not to disturb the surrounding area.
