
MILL COVE BEACH

LEVEL: NOVICE TO ADVANCED 

ACCESS: SHORE 

WHAT TO SEE: Frequently mistaken for Fox Point th is beautiful beach dive has 
a wide variety of bottom types. The beach is sandy, but as you enter, small 
rocks cover the floor. The small rocks continue to begin to cover the sea floor, 
then changes into a bed of sea grass. Larger rocks 30 to 40 ft out from shore 
hide small treasures of marine life. This shelf carries out to about 120 ft from 
shore allowing the diver lots of room to explore the crevasses and sandy bottom 
that hold a wealth of marine life. From Hermit crabs to lobsters, the bottom is 
littered with an interesting variety of sights to satisfy any diver's curiosity. 

DIRECTIONS: Leave the shop and take a right on Windmill Rd. or the No 7 
Highway. Follow the NO.7 to the 111 HWY and head across the MacKay Bridge. 
Continue on the 111 till it turns into the NO. 2 stay in the far right hand lane and 
follow it to Joseph Howe Dr. There it will intersect with the 102 HWY clive along 
till you hit the off ramp for the HWY 103. Then follow this highway for appox 40 
km and turn at Exit 6. At the off ramp take a left till you hit a t-junction with the 
No.3, turn left again heading towards Hubbards. You will see a turn off for Mill 
Cove on the right take that and follow the No 329 along the ocean. At around 6 

. krn look for turn off on to Mill Cove Shore Rd. on the left side. Follow that road 
and Mill Cove Beach will be on the left side. 

BOTTOM AND DEPTH: The bottom goes from sand and small pebbles along 
the shore to smaller rocks from your entry to 15 ft. From there the sea grass 
begins to cover the bottom with patches of sandy bottoms showing through the 
fields of grass at a depth of about 15 to 20 ft. Smaller rocks begin to choke out 
the grass at around 20 to 40 ft and changes to larger rocks at about 40ft depth. 
This begins to plateau around 40 ft and leads to a maximum of 60 ft. 

HAZARDS: As with all coastal dives this can be affected by the winds. The 
beach opens up with no breakwaters. If the wind is up, the surf and smaller 
rocks on entry can spell disaster. The beach also attracts pleasure and working 
boats so keep a head up when coming up. 
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
