
- Keep going (after you stop for your coffee) in the same direction (south). You will come to a 
fork in the road with lights and a sign that says Eastern Passage, stay to the right. 

- Once past a couple of shops you will see the fisherman's village on the right. The parking lot is 
very obvious. 

ENTRY/EXIT POINTS: 

You will notice that the "beach" is made up of rocks. They are not too bad to walk on and 
extend into the water. The rocks can be slippery at low tide. There is still beach at high tide but 
not much. Tides can run between 5 & 6 ft with little current. The slope is fairly gradual to the 30 
ft mark. However, the 60 ft mark is almost in the centre of the channel. There are quite a few 
muscle shells close to shore so be careful as they can have sharp edges. There are a couple of 
spots along the beach that will give you access to the island. You will notice in some places the 
cliffs are loose dirt and can be fairly steep 

If you are going to boat dive, there are several mooring buoys in the area. The depth these 
are in, range up to 20 ft at low tide and are from 40 - lOO ft off the beach. Private boat owners 
put some of them in. If they have a name on them you may be asked to move. Of course they 
have to find you first! 

WHAT YOU WILL SEE: 

The Passage between McNab 's Island and the mainland runs North-South. There is about 
a Yz kt current when the tide is on full flood or ebb. The bottom is rock and hard dirt and then it 
turns to mud. It is very soft mud. If you get too close to the bottom , you will stir it up and it takes 
a while to settle. 

There is an abundance of sea life in this area. Crabs , sculpin and flounder can be found 
on the bottom. Snails and hermit crabs are also in abundance. Because it is a popular weekend 
spot for boaters, there is also some junk on the bottom in the way of cans and bottles. On the rare 
occasion you can find some good stainless steel boat parts. 

This is a good dive for new divers. There is rarely any kind of surf in this area and the visibility 
is usually 15 ft or better.
