
What to expect on your dive:
 
Wreck Cove has a very soft silty bottom. As such there is little flora and fauna.
 
However, there is copious amount of"wreckage" although it is mostly unrecognizable
 
debris. Do to the silty bottom; visibility can sometime be affected.
 
Depth in the Cove does not exceed 20 fsw and current is minimal.
 

Hazards: 
As the water is shallow and there is a lot of debris, entry from a boat must be 
careful and cautious. At low tide there is some debris that will stick out of the 
water. 
Boats overhead. 
Limited visibility at times. 
There is some contriversity over the water quality as this site is in the Halifax 
Harbor.
